Track,
steel wheel and rubber tire machines are all welcome as well as engines. RV parking will be available for
only $20 for the weekend; hook-ups are not available but there are showers available in the Community
Center building. Meals will be served at the Community Center building, with four meal packages
offered at a reduced price. Food booths will also provide “fair food” type eating experiences during the
day.

There are two restaurants, three RV Parks (Collins Lake, Thousand Trails and Lake Francis Resort) nearby,
and the Oregon House Grocery is close for miscellaneous needs. The registration fee will be $20/entrant
